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The Languages Bridge©

 Overview of Lesson Objectives 

There are two versions of the materials for Year 5/6 and Year 7.  Most lessons have the same lesson objectives although the lesson plans and materials may be differentiated.  Some lessons are only in the Year 7 programme, though any primary teachers who feel them appropriate for their pupils are encouraged to try them.

All the lesson objectives from both Year 5/6 and Year 7 are shown below for comparison.
