 Language learning within the Anglo-French Partnership activities has been integrated into the primary curriculum. Links with the literacy, geography, citizenship, music and drama curriculum areas have been identified. Special events days have been held throughout the year eg European Day of Languages. Whole school celebrations have been held which have involved all school staff and all pupils.

What activities have been held to reach the whole school population in the schools in your local authority? Feedback by Anglo-French Partnership teachers has been provided for staff teams at staff meetings, in-service training days and at local area network meetings for teachers in Wiltshire. The keynote speech at the Wiltshire Primary Languages Conference, Tuesday 28 June 2011, will be based on the success of the Anglo-French partnerships. Examples of successful activities will be given and film clips will be shown of exemplary practice within the Anglo-French partnership schools.

How effective has your communication plan been? Please provide some examples of where things have 

a. Worked well? Direct and regular communication by e-mail, letter, fax and telephone with the Language Advisers in Tours, the Head Teachers and teachers in Wiltshire primary schools. A series of regular twilight meetings have been held throughout the year. During these meetings successful ideas are shared and new partnership projects demonstrated and disseminated. Teachers present their project activities eg in one of the partnership schools there was a whole school celebration of Bastille Day involving the whole school community, the parents and governors. New ways of using ICT within the partnerships eg Skype, video conferencing, podcasting are encouraged through demonstration and discussion. 

b. Not worked well and how you aim to improve this? Where the teachers in Anglo-French Partnerships communicate regularly by e-mail, plan ahead together and respond within 48 hours to postal communication eg on receipt of parcels from the partner class the partnerships establish quickly and are sustained.

What has been the value of working in an area link from an LA and a  
            school perspective?
The value of working in an Area Link from an LA Perspective: set up and sustained partnership with groups of schools (80 schools in UK and France have been involved) Easier to communicate and follow individual partnerships through communication with same advisers in Tours. 

The value of working in an Area Link from a school perspective: personalised support has been provided for each school. Regular meetings are held across the whole local authority. Teachers know that the Area Link is strong and sustained so the teachers have confidence that the support for the partnerships will be maintained over a long period of time.
Partnerships are far more likely to succeed when the teachers have hosted their French partnership teacher and travelled to France to spend three days in their partner primary school. During both the hosting situation and the visit to France the opportunity to plan and discuss during the half day seminar is valued highly.

Section D Programme impact and outcomes

What do your schools feel they have achieved this year? 
A regular programme of exchange activities and communication with their French partner school. The children have increased their language skills and have developed greater intercultural understanding. The teachers have a real context for the language learning curriculum in their school. Some of the schools are hosting their French partner primary school, Summer 2011, who will visit as part of a Joint Curriculum Project. One cluster of schools is planning a visit for their children to their French partner schools.

Are you on track to meet your expected outcomes as set out in your action plan with the academie?  What was different and why? 

Yes, fully on track. Each Anglo-French Partnership involves a commitment, for a minimum of three years, to the mutually agreed aims of the partnership. These are continually re-visited. The development of an Action Plan by the French and English teachers, working together during the seminars and school visits, forms a secure base for the partnership activities. The teachers report on progress with the actions identified in their action plans during the twilight meetings held regularly throughout the school year in France and in the UK.

How have the students in the schools involved responded to their involvement so far? Are they enthused about the project? 

Students are extremely enthusiastic about having Anglo-French Partnerships. They enjoy having a purpose and an audience for their language learning activities. The students develop a greater knowledge of their own locality though sharing this with their French partner children and teachers. They are gaining knowledge of life in France, the language, culture and customs, life in school, popular hobbies and sports, the school day and favourite music.

‘My pupils (Y5-6) are very enthusiastic and are always very excited when they get some mail from the French partnership school.

They love the idea of having "a pen pal" and are very motivated in communicating in French (with a bit of help).’ 

‘Definitely yes, they are inspired to do many activities because they have a real audience.’ 

Quote from a pupil:

‘These are for Yohann’s class?  And they’re going to write back?  Wow!’ 

‘Children are very enthusiastic and enjoying making contact with French children of a similar age.  They are enjoying sharing information with their French pen pals and finding out more about them.’

‘They are so enthusiastic about the partnership and really see the French children as their new friends. They want to share so much of their lives: interests, hobbies, jokes etc and are concentrating much more on how the language works so that they can put together their own phrases.’
Is it having an impact on their worldview? 

‘Yes it has.  They now seem to understand the importance of learning a second language.   They try so hard to express their ideas.’

 
‘They have been keen to discuss world events – recently troubles in Egypt - as they begin to see the World beyond their own locality as a result of the links with France.’

‘They have begun to learn a great deal about France and compare their lives

in school in England with the children in France especially via little snippets of

video and photos brought over by our exchange teacher.’
Quote from a pupil:

‘There are lots of tall buildings near Yohann’s school, you can’t see fields like we can.’ 

‘It is certainly opening up their eyes to the world around them and they are finding it interesting discovering the similarities and differences between their own and their French pen pals everyday routines.’

‘When we found the partner school on the internet and our French teacher

brought it to life for us showing us her classroom and the playground the

children were fascinated to compare the school with their own and point out

the similarities and differences.’
‘Yes, the children are really enthusiastic about this link with the school in

Tours.’
‘we tend to do quite a lot about France  - rivers, mountains, neighbours,

cities  -  and pays francophones.  also other geography is  well

covered .
What are they enjoying most?

‘The correspondence (exchange) side of it: like getting to know what the French pupils do and compare it to what they do eg. what hobbies do they have?’ 

‘Children really enjoyed having our visiting teacher to stay and get very exciting about receiving post from the school in France.  It makes them keen to send their responses.’

‘They are enjoying the correspondence.  They want to be able to write in French as their partners write to them in English.’

‘Preparing stories/booklets,emails,letters etc to send to their partner class. Seeing photos and reading work written by the French children.’ 
‘They are really excited to receive letters from their French pen pals.’  

‘Undoubtedly the most popular part of the link is sending, and especially receiving, letters from the French class.  The children love everything about it from the stamps to the photos and letters themselves. It is particularly good that they have already met Emmanuelle so they know it's real!’
Quote from a pupil:

‘It’s been great to talk to French people, that teacher asked me my name!’
‘The personal contact with a French child of the same age as them.’

We are linking our learning to help us with our projects with our French partner school and our MFL curriculum.  It is also increasing the children’s knowledge in the French culture.’
